Statement of Duties:	Under the general supervision of the Warwick Sewer Authority Superintendent will be responsible to perform in accordance with Warwick Sewer Authority, RIDOH, RIDEM and/or USEPA standards, regulations and guidelines a variety of routine/standardized chemical and biological tests on samples collected within the treatment facility or collection system, and to perform other related duties as may be assigned when not conducting the specified laboratory testing and analyses. Duties include processing control testing as well as testing required by our NPDES permit; including but not limited to total suspended solids, BOD, chlorine residual, fecal coliform, alkalinity, pH, and all nitrogen/phosphorus tests; responsible for the collection of both grab and composite samples for analysis and developing data for loading rates or a mass balance. Maintaining proper records, documenting how samples were taken, and ensuring proper custody procedures, and entering data into excel or access databases; assisting operators with chemical dosages by performing jar testing with polymer, potassium permanganate, alum and sodium hydroxide; assisting the industrial pretreatment staff by setting up composite samples within the collection system; performing both ambient and dissolved hydrogen sulfide testing, responding to odor complaints, developing baseline reading of h2s at problem areas; maintaining laboratory chemical supplies inventory and ensuring that all laboratory equipment is calibrated and functioning properly; accurately completing all essential quality assurance/quality control testing as stipulated by the Laboratory Director; calibrating wastewater treatment facility process instrumentation; interpreting lab result, producing laboratory result reports and data evaluation reports; will provide, at the request of the Superintendent or Assistant Superintendent to assist  in making wastewater treatment facility process adjustments; and performing  related work as required.
